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Introducing: Advanced Lookup table & defaulting enhancements

Expression-based defaulting of line item and accounting fields

Defaulting of line item fields on a requisition

Enhanced Lookup tables

Ariba Customer Support Administrators can configure enhanced lookup tables for
a field at header, line, or accounting level. A safe method, exposed as part of this
feature, performs the lookup for a field from the lookup table. This safe method
can be used for the validation and defaulting of a field. The functionality is similar
to the defaulting of approvers in approval flows using approver lookup tables.

Expression-based defaulting of line item and accounting fields allow Customer
Support Administrators to configure the defaulting of field values using an
expression. The safe method, available as part of the lookup table enhancements,

can be used in the expression to default the value of the field from the configured
lookup table.



Enhanced Defaulting

Defaulting line item fields allow us to configure defaulting of specified fields in
approvables, using the new Approvable Details Determination Rules page in the

Procure-to-Pay Manager workspace.

This is similar to the defaulting of accounting fields using accounting determination
rules.

Expressions configured as part of expression-based defaulting can be used as the
source to default the line item fields.

Extended CEME Lookup

Extended Commodity Export Map Entry (CEME) lookup allows us to configure
additional custom lookup options. It extends CEME lookup with custom filtering,
resulting in custom lookup conditions getting applied during filtering.

Two options are now available to configure CEME lookup. The existing CEME lookup
has been extended by adding the ExtendedLookup field, which can be added as part
of CEME import.

In addition, a new in-memory (soft) CEME lookup option is available.

This allows administrators to configure an additional filtering option that filters CEME
In-memory, similar to the MinAmt-MaxAmt, or Preferred filtering.

Regular expressions can be used in this option.
