Detailed feature information and best practices

Customers who do not have a licensed provider may add licensed provider custom fields via the Risk Exposure Configuration Ul, but will have
to connect the supplier level details via API.

When using the Supplier Risk Custom Fields API, the customer must export the Suppliers / Suppliers from sourcing (depending on if they have
SLP or SIPM , locate the SM Vendor ID for the supplier(s) needed, and use the SM Vendor ID of the associated suppliers when adding/edit

supplier level data on the API.
Customers should configure the Risk Exposure Configurator before adding/editing the custom fields via the Custom Field API.

When custom fields are created, it is a best practice that Personally Identifiable Information (PIl) should not be included in the custom field
creation.
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
