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1. Each Excel field contains subset of headers  

2. Each subset of headers are marked by different colors based on whether it is mandatory 

to the field or not (i.e. if you use an optional field, you have to fill out its mandatory sub-

fields as a minimum requirement in order for the fields to function properly 

FOREWORD - 1

This guide will endeavour to outline the basic requirements for an Excel field to function. Some 

fields have more options, but as they are neither mandatory nor essential to the functioning of 

the field itself, they have been left out.

Goal:

Understanding the basic syntax:

Main header

Subset headers with blue as mandatory 

(i.e. minimum required fields to be filled so 

that it functions) and yellow as optional
Sub-fields
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Maximum size of Excel catalogue: 15 MB

When uploading incremental parts to a catalogue, ensure that you previous 

catalogue part is in status green/validated on the Ariba Network (see below 

example)

FOREWORD - 2

As with BMEcat, CMS needs to be enabled along with all the required technical 

setups however this format permits a catalogue to have the BMEcat features as 

well as parametric data and customer custom fields (not available in the BMEcat 

format)

StartDate: Start date of when this price is applicable 

EndDate: End data of when this price is applicable 

PriceFactor: can be used for VAT or any additional 

charge not part of the item’s price, the effect will be visible at 

Requisition level.

Amount: decimal price 

PriceCurrency: currency

Lowerbound: quantity at which the Amount is applicable 

(next tier needs to be higher than the previous one)

NOTA BENE
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Recommended: if you do not need a complicated image

system to your items (i.e. a different thumbnail. Image and

detailed image, then we recommend you simply use the DETAIL

field and it will populate the other fields (i.e. the thumbnail and

image fields) by default

Types: These are the options available which will 

create reels at the bottom of the item’s page

• Mandatory (forces purchase)

• similar

• sparepart

• accessories

• followup

Supplier Part ID: refers to another item within 

the same catalogue.

As with the images, one can add up to 7 different sets of images by copy-pasting RelatedItems-1 

and updating the number (i.e. max amount is: RelatedItems-7)
NOTA BENE
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Related items do not show if they have intervals and can have their minimum limit ignored, 

however when at the purchase requisition level, it will fail if these are not adhered to.
